This year we hired a retired teacher, Becky Scarborough, to work with elementary school teachers upon request.  Prior to retiring Mrs. Scarborough served as a District Teacher Leader, a School Teacher Leader, and a K-2 grade band presenter.  She works well with the teachers. Below is a table of her activities.
	Type of Service
	Description

	Preparation of Materials for Implementation of Units
	A working professional development session where Investigations units, curriculum guides, and assessments are reviewed to guide planning/instruction for the new semester. Lesson plans, materials, manipulatives and copies needed for the upcoming semester are prepared for ready implementation. 

	Fishbowl
	A professional development session in which the presenter teaches a lesson to a classroom of students while the classroom teacher and other teachers observe the lesson being implemented. Following the lesson a debriefing is held with the teachers in order to discuss what happened during the presentation. Fishbowl activities are beneficial because they allow teachers to see activities implemented with their own students.

	Observations of Teachers with Debriefings
	Classroom teachers are observed teaching a typical lesson to their students using the “Characteristics of the TEAM-Math Classroom – Monitoring Form” or “Reformed Teaching Observation Protocol (RTOP)”. A debriefing is held following the observation in order to provide teachers with informative feedback on the lesson observed. 

	Vertical Alignment Across Grades
	A professional development session in which participants will gain insight on why teachers should make sure that the important content objectives for their grade levels are met as well as understand the importance of vertical alignment. Activities will be implemented to demonstrate how concepts grow across the grades.

	Mathematics Education Professional Development
	Professional development activities covering topics in the areas of mathematics education pedagogy, mathematical pedagogical content knowledge and mathematical content knowledge. Administrators or School Teacher Leaders may request specific topics.
